CARS ON ROADWAYS
The City often receives calls about cars being left on the roadway for extended
periods of time (multiple days). Residents are reminded that it is against city
ordinances to leave a vehicle unattended on a public road for more
than 24 hours. Vehicles, including trailers, parked on the public
right-of-way cause safety and aesthetic concerns.

DIRT AND GRAVEL ON CITY STREETS
It is common for homeowners to order topsoil or gravel and have it dumped on the
streets in front of their homes. The City’ s storm water regulations require that any
such piles of dirt be cleaned up the day they are deposited. Piles of dirt on the street
cause traffic safety and pollution concerns. Rain storms wash sediment into our
storm water system and, ultimately, into the rivers and streams of our valley.
