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Thoughts From Mayor Dustin

Last night I was privileged to watch the Nibley Diamond-
backs play in the Pony League baseball championship. Their
coach texted me while I was at scout camp, and asked if I would
like to come and throw out the first pitch. I told him that prob-
ably wasn't a good idea, but I was excited to come out and
watch them play. It was a rough game. We didn't get the out-
come that we wanted. But it didn't change how proud I was of
them-the coaches for caring enough about the boys to put the
time and effort in, and the boys for wanting to learn and play
and be better today than they were yesterday. Not winning that game didn't mean
that they were not good. It didn't mean that they hadn't grown. All it meant was
that yesterday they ran into something that was tough. And when you run into
something that's tough, all you can do is your best.

About halfway through the game, the guys needed runners. They were having a
tough time getting hits and it's hard to run if you can't get on base. Jake Duce got a
single, and stole second. Given the way the rest of the game was going, he needed
to get to third, and when he had a chance he took it. He got caught in no-man's
land between the bases, and was tagged out. He seemed pretty disappointed, and I
would have been too but I told him that I was proud of him for seeing what needed
to be done, and taking the risk. He could have stayed planted on second and safe.
He could have waited for someone else to get a hit and a safe path around the bas-
es. But he knew what the team needed and he took it on himself to try. For me, that
one play was the game in a nutshell. It's a bummer that he got tagged and a bum-
mer that we didn't win the game, but if those boys hadn't played their guts out,
they wouldn't have been there in the first place. If Jake had stayed safe on first, he
wouldn't have gotten tagged out, but he wouldn't have been in a position to score.

Yoda told Luke that you do, or you do not. That there is no try. I used to think
that meant that you either got what you wanted or you didn't. I guess you could
look at it that way, but I think that a deeper understanding is that we do our best
with the things we can control, and we accept the outcome regardless and with
peace because we know we did everything in our power. And in an uncertain
world where the only things we can really control are our actions and our atti-
tudes, and then life happens, we will never get to do if we don't try.

The theme this month is streets. So what do Yoda and the Diamondbacks have to
do with streets in Nibley? We are a growing city. We have an obligation to provide the
streets that are necessary to allow our Citizens to get on with the business of living.
As your Mayor, I think it's important that you know that your Council and City em-
ployees work hard to make sure that you have the best streets we can give you for the
budget we have to work with. Sometimes, as hard as we try, and as much as we pre-
pare, we get surprised by things that are out of our control-we get caught between
second and third and all we can do is run it out. Our biggest road projects right now
are all things that fall into this category. The down side is that we have to deal with
them at all; the up side is that so far, we have been able to work through the issues
and get funding from the State and the County to cover 90% of the project costs.

The projects that you are going to see over the next two years are the rebuilding
of the intersection at 12th West and 3200 South, and a new light on Highway 91 to

Nibley City's storm drainage system is designed to ef-
ficiently carry rain and snow melt away from our streets
and homes. Storm drainage inlets are the grates or open-
ing usually located in the street near the curb. Storm
drains are NOT connected to the sewage treatment plant.
All storm water, and the litter it carries from the streets,
goes straight to our streams, creeks, canals, and rivers.
Litter adds bacteria and chemicals that hurt water quality,
damages the environment, and creates unhealthy condi-
tions for animals and humans.
You Can Help by keeping trash and debris, automo-
bile fluids, leaf litter and organic matter off the street. Re-
member . . . the drain is just for rain.

Monarchs are Arriving

Keep your eyes open for the
magnificent orange monarchs.
® They arrive in Cache Valley in
early June and will depart in the
fall to migrate to their wintering
areas in California and Mexico. These butterflies are dif-
ferent than the equally beautiful yellow swallowtails that
we see in abundance this time of year.

Can you imagine traveling thousands of miles on pa-
per thin wings? Among the other magical tricks of the
monarch: They grow from egg to caterpillar and from
caterpillar to butterfly. What an amazing transformation
during their lifetime.

They only lay their eggs on milkweed which many
of us assume is a weed. Not so. It is very important
to these insects. If you find milkweed in your yard,

protect drivers turning left on the highway. We are also work-
ing with our new road standards that are being implemented
in our Roads master plan to focus on street designs that make
it easier for drivers to see and recognize walkers, cyclists, run-
ners, and others that they share the roads with. We have ap-
plied for funding to purchase right of way that will allow us to
make the intersection at 3200 South and Highway 165 a four-
way intersection. We are also working with Cache County to
fix 800 West between 2200 South and Highway 89/91.

We can't guarantee outcomes. We can't promise you that
we will get the outcome that we want on all these projects, but
we are going into each of them with a plan, with good people
who know their business and want Nibley to succeed, and
with the full intention of building a better, safer transporta-
tion system for our Citizens. We didn't go looking for any of
these projects—that's where the analogy comes in-but we rec-
ognize that if we don't get out in front of them and try to win,
then we will have to accept whatever fate and the rest of the
County decide for us. So as you hear news about negotiations
or grant applications or plans or projects, please just know
that we are doing our best to represent the City's interests as
we understand them. If you have any questions/comments
about what is going on or why, or ideas about how we can do
things better, please let us know.

If you see
one meandering through your yard, I hope they bring a
smile to your face.

Regular main-
tenance and rehabilitation is crucial to a healthy street
and roadway network. The gradual nature of standard
street and roadway damage requires careful planning
of maintenance activities and careful pre-planning of
the allocation of necessary funds. Weather and traffic
are usually the prime causes of damage and deteriora-
tion, but city streets and roadways can be subjected to
more unpredictable forces that can have the potential
to be devastating.

Natural disasters, including severe weather, earth-
quakes and floods can cause serious damage to street
and roadway infrastructure. Natural disasters can leave
a street or roadway completely unusable, with little or
no warning. In the event of a disaster, our streets and
roads will provide a vital link to emergency services,
relief, and evacuation routes. If a street or roadway be-
comes impassable, the negative effects to our communi-
ty would be much more significant than a street or road
with substantial cracking that is still usable in the short
term. In addition to minimizing the economic impact
associated with a disabled streets or roadways, streets
are also critical in mitigating other impacts associated
with disaster.

The Nibley City Streets Department, in cooperation
and coordination with neighboring communities, is
prepared to respond quickly and provide disaster relief
as required.

Surface treatments will be done through-
out Nibley in the month of July. These
treatments are very important for the life
of Nibley's roads. We know that this can
be an inconvenience and our contractors,

o  Stop for pedestrians at crosswalks.
o  Slow down and obey the posted speed limit.
o Yield to pedestrians and cyclists when turning.
o Look before opening your door.
o Be careful when passing stopped
vehicles.
o Allow three feet when passing
bicyclists.

Following these safety tips may keep you from
needing to meet with our Nibley City Court
clerk under less-than-favorable circumstances.

Keeping Nibley Beautiful

Besides sitting by the pool, fireworks, vacations, and no school,
summer is also a time for weed control and other yard mainte-
nance challenges. Please remember, Nibley City code 4-2 states
that weeds over 12" are a nuisance and must be cut. Cache County
enforces our weed ordinance and has been diligently notifying
residents when weed control has been neglected. Please keep those
pesky weeds in check.

Nibley's trees and shrubs provide beauty and shade but also
required maintenance. If left untrimmed, trees and shrubs can
inhibit bicyclists and pedestrians, especially kids, and cause them
to go into the street when using the sidewalks. Please trim trees
and bushes so they do not impede Nibley's pedestrian traffic.

Nibley City provides greenwaste bins so you can properly dis-
pose of yard debris. These bins are located at 3390 South 1200
West. Nibley City staff asks that the greenwaste site be used re-
sponsibly and only for appropriate items.

Solicitors

Nibley City has had very few requests for solicitors licenses
this year. However, we'd like to remind you that Nibley City
Code (3-4) requires all solicitors or peddlers to obtain a license
from Nibley City. Nibley City requires a background check of
any individual seeking a license. Solicitors are required to show
their license at the request of any citizen. If a solicitor is caught
without a license, they can be cited by law enforcement. If you
are dealing with an overly-pushy solicitor, whether they have
obtained a license or not, it is your right to get law enforcement
involved. Officers appreciate the name and a good description
of the individual when being called to assist. However, if you
are concerned about a solicitor approaching your doorstep, the
best course of action may be to simply not open the door.
