When I was a kid I wanted to be an Eagle Scout like

my dad. One of the things we did was a merit badge called
Emergency Preparedness. Turns out that's still a thing. One
of the requirements was to think through what we would do
in the event of specific emergencies.
Mayor Shaun Dustin Thig helped me find one of the most powerful tools I have
for keeping myself confident in the future and reducing anxiety. It's simple-
figure out what worries you, then sit down and plan how you will deal with
it if it ever actually happens.

In my day job I run an engineering firm. Our job is basically to mea-
sure what other engineers are doing and tell everyone if something is go-
ing wrong. We work on big high risk projects where if we make a mistake,
it could be really bad. Our job is to anticipate and manage emergencies. It
might be a building collapse or a dam failure or a bridge but it's always a big
deal if something goes wrong. I manage that stress and that risk by letting
myself think through the consequences of an emergency, and having a plan
so we know exactly how to respond if something goes wrong. I can't control
whether an emergency happens, but I can control my level of preparedness
and how I will react. And you can too.

If you want to test yourself, Google "Emergency
Preparedness Merit Badge requirements” and see
if you can answer the questions. If you can, awe-
some. If you can't and you want to get some con-
trol and confidence, then pick one and work your
way through it. You will get confident and feel
great knowing that you can handle what's coming
your way.

Keeping Nibley Beautiful

Fall is on its way and our beautiful Nibley trees will start drop-
ping their leaves soon. Please dispose of your yard debris prop-
erly. You can pay to have a greenwaste garbage can picked up
from your home regularly by calling the Logan Environmental
Department at 716-9755.

Never dump leaves and other yard debris in a canal or other
open waterway. Not only is this against Nibley City ordinance,
it can cause a waterway to back up and may cause flooding.
Nibley City code 19.24.230-T. states, "It is unlawful for any
person to place . . . any trash, yard waste or other waste materi-
al, other than irrigation water, in any conveyance structure. . .
Violation of this provision constitutes a Class B misdemeanor."

Leaves are a great composting material, so consider mulching
them into your garden space or flower beds instead.

Hunting

Hunting or harassing wildlife is forbid-
den on all City property. Ordinance 13-04
prohibits hunting on property owned by
Nibley City and states, " Hunting, as defined
in §23-13-2, Utah Code Annotated, which
shall include hunting with firearms or with
bows, each as defined by the laws of the Sate of Utah, . . . is pro-
hibited on properties owned by Nibley City." It is also forbid-
den to discharge a firearm within 600 feet of a residence within
Nibley City limits.

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Recycling Do's and Don'ts

Most homes who actively participate in the curbside
recycling program do their best to recycle only the things
that should be placed in the blue recycling container, but
Logan Environmental is still seeing more contamination
than they would like.
